The four transferring Chitten-

den County Area “new” mem-

bers will be welcomed and a 

new member for Burlington will 

be initiated by District Gover-

nor Nadine Salley who will also 

install the Club‟s new officers 

for the upcoming year at the 

Burlington Club‟s annual meet-

ing on June 9 at the Burlington 

Country Club.  Over the years 

these two Clubs have been 

faced with the same issues as 

the rest of the District; recruit-

ing and retaining members, 

with the distinct disadvantage 

of having two clubs essentially 

operating out of the same 

“town”.

This 

is a positive way of keeping the 

membership of the two sepa-

rate clubs stronger by uniting 

and working together locally.    

The Zonta Club of Burlington 

celebrated its 80th birthday 

this month.  In May of 1984 

the Chittenden County Area 

Club (also in Burlington, VT) 

started with some members 

from the Burlington Club.  As of 

May 31, 2010, four of the 

seven members from the Chit-

tenden County Club are trans-

ferring into the Burlington Club 

and the Chittenden Club will 

officially disband.
